Year End 2010 Home Sales Report

TOWN&COUNTRYREALESTATE is pleased to release the year end statistics for Hamptons Real Estate Home
Sales for 2010.

I just love statistics…the numbers don’t lie or embellish, and they have no opinion or ego. They simply disclose the
absolute truth. So here you have it…

In all 11 markets monitored by TOWN & COUNTRY the Number of Home Sales increased by as much as 122% and the
Total Home Sales Volume in 10 of the 11 markets rose (the 11th dipped by only 1.9%) a statistical confirmation of a recov-
ery.

SAG HARBOR VILLAGE experienced the most dramatic turn around in 2010 from 2009 realized a staggering
122% increase in Number of Home Sales from 23 to 51 and 190% increase in Total Home Sales Volume from $27.4M to
$79.6M. While all 6 price categories experienced increased, the $2 – 3.49M exploded 1,100% from 1 sale in 2009 to 12 in
2010! WOW!

In EAST HAMPTON VILLAGE theMedian Home Sales Price rose more than the other 10 markets with nearly
22% increase from $2.4M to $2.925M. At $2.925M EAST HAMPTON VILLAGE once again takes the crown for the
highestMedian Home Sales Price on the East End.

A closer look at ALLHAMPTONSMARKETS COMBINED and you see – BLACK – across the board! 42% in-
crease in the Number ofHome Sales and 41.5% increase in the TotalHome Sales Volume are the tell tale stats. TheMedian
Home Sales Price increased only .55% from $905,000 to $910,000, 2009 to 2010, year to year, and each of the price categories
monitored by TOWN & COUNTRY experienced increased activity, particularly under $500K and $1 - $1.99M where the
Number of Home Sales more than doubled in each. Clearly THE HAMPTONS housing market began its recovery in 2010
from the great recession.
